Garrett McPherson from
Double ZZ Baits presented some tips on working with
Double ZZ plastics as the water heats up.
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Garrett suggested that the jigs with the football head
work best with rocks and wood, but not grass. Their jig
tends to hook fish in the top of the mouth. He likes to
fish them in 20-25 ft. of water in the %1 oz. size off
ledges. All of their plastics will float and are durable.
For a wacky rig, Garrett suggests driving a nail into the
head of the worm, which will bring the head down and
will leave the tail floating in the water. He uses a
weedless hook for the wacky rig. He discussed some of
his favorite colors; for Cedar Creek, he likes firebug,
nuclear melon, and blue bug.

Shawn Maner will have the award plaques for the new
members and will be showing the Club the new style
that we will begin using.
