Notes 
 
Stephen Pineau, Tournament Director for the UTA‘s 
Bassmaster Weekend Series program, presented 
information at the Feb meeting on fishing structure and 
pre-spawn areas in deeper water.  Stephen is a 20-year-
old sports marketing major that also fishes ACA for 
UTA and the FLW college tour.  Stephen specializes in  

 
 
fishing deeper water during pre-spawn:  8 to 20 feet.  He 
reminded us that during the spawn, there are always pre-
spawn and post-spawn fish in deeper water, although the 
pre-spawn fish are larger and usually easier to catch. 
When temps reach 62 ½ degrees and there’s a full moon, 
look to the northeast corner of the lake, which warms the 
quickest.  Lakes in Texas are usually river-fed, and 
although the runoff may cool the water a little, it will 
also darken the water, and dark water heats up more 
quickly and retains that heat better. 
Stephen likes to fish a Carolina rig with a ¾ oz lead  
bullet weight, to really get down to the bottom in the 
deeper water.  He only fishes tungsten when he needs the 
extra sensitivity to probe for specific bottom topography 
changes. 
Early in the season, he focuses on the main lake points, 
on the channel / steeper side, the side opposite the sun.  
He looks for any differences in the bottom topography.  
In this deep water, he uses a 3-foot leader.  He prefers a 
6-inch lizard in pre-spawn conditions but moves to a 
larger lizard in summer. 
As the season progresses, he moves to the shallower 
secondary points and mouths of creeks, even halfway 
back into the creeks, depending on water temperature 
and moon phase.  He changes to a ½ ounce weight and 
fishes in 12 to 15 feet of water.  He also uses a 7-7 ½ ft 
medium heavy rod.  Stephen uses braid on his C-rig but 
cautions against the lip-ripping jerks used on other types 
of line.  A hard pull seems to work better.  A mono-
filament leader provides some spring that provides a 
better hookset. 
When fishing cover or stumps, he moves to a 2 ½ - 3 ft 
leader.  He incorporates a red bead, swivel and a double-
uni knot on his C-rigs.  Red / crawfish colors work well 
in cold weather, of course, but during the pre-spawn, he 
sticks with crawfish colors in his crankbaits as well, with 
green back / red stomach being one of his preferred color 
combinations, which mimics a molting crawfish.  He 
also suggests trying slightly different colors and even 
different brands that provide a slightly different wobble 
pattern, because fish tend to be very picky during this 
time. 
Finally, later into the spawn, Stephen concentrates on 
ditches and drains, even very shallow ones.  Fish tend to 
relate to a contour.  It’s best to find the ditch and then 
find an irregularity along that ditch.  A Texas-rigged 
lizard in watermelon or green pumpkin color works well 
for this type of fishing.  Or he uses a football or flipping 
jig in blue/black.  Weight size is ½ ounce, and line is 10-
12 pound fluorocarbon – maybe 15 lb test in certain 
conditions.  For this combination, Stephen uses a 7 ½ ft 
composite rod, with a lot of backbone.
