Fall Patterns and Crankbaits

Richard Osborn
Start using a spinnerbait more when the baitfisitiyestart to
move in the fall. Flourocarbon line will enabletsao sink
deeper. Use 10-12 Ib on a 7' medium/heavy witasa fip.
Don't use braid because it floats, and it also simghich will
put off the fish. Monofilament floats as well.
Look for long, extended points with brush. Look fweaks in
hydrilla or cast parallel to hydrilla.
A Norman Deep Little N runs 8-10 ft deep and is ohthe
most versatile crankbaits, even in timber.
For fishing Wood/Timber, such as Lake Fork, Ricdlan
Chambers, and Pines, use a square bill. A 2.5\ Gehft
square bill bait is about $15, but it works weltiimber
because it deflects off wood. The LC is expendiut,it does
work.
Right now, baitfish are starting to move back itite creeks.
Water is ‘turning over’ — Fork was turning overrimd-
October. All the muck from the bottom became mixed
throughout. Fish won't bite in this water. Loak tlearer
water before or after the turnover.
Check the backs of creeks — rattletraps work. @tamain
lake hydrilla — use 7 ft Heavy action rod with sotipe On
open water, search for ledges, depressions, datker than
timber.
On the rattletrap retrieve, pause, jerk, and sasipg lighter
line. Otherwise, fish will get distracted and wilfn away.
Keep them interested. Use yo-yo action, espedialyinter.
Shad die in cold water, and this action will imiaheir
movements. ALWAYS stop a bait before bringingntioi the
boat.
Spinnerbaits: white, big, % oz with willow #4 ds Blade.
Target edges of hydrilla, parallel to it, laydowhagks of
creeks.
Use drop shots in 14 ft water or less, C-rigs, acky rig in
the backs of creeks. Use Power Worms, Brush Hogsavy
grass in the mid-lake areas.
Target Ramps, rocks, backs of creeks, south efiddad
side. Potato weed are tall, separate sticks wilids that
stick out of the water. Cast right into it. Watgh be about 2
ft deep. Pull up slack, fish slow.
